NWT GEOLOGY ACTIVITIES

REPORT FOR OCTOBER 2001

General Activities

The Geology Division responded to over 250 requests for information in October.

Preparations continued for the 2001 Geoscience Forum November 21-23. The deadline for abstract

submissions was set at October 15, and the schedule for the technical sessions was ready by month-end

(see attached). Goff and Sterenberg wrote an article for the annual Mining North magazine, and

worked with colleagues to compile the Mineral Exploration Overview. At month-end, the Overview

was nearly complete, awaiting figures and final edits. Preparations for individual technical sessions were

underway.

Assessment Reports

Three new assessment reports, worth $148K, were received by the Geology Division in October.

Three previously-reviewed reports (worth $403K) were reviewed and accepted this month, and one

(worth $284K) was reviewed and is awaiting revisions. At the end of the month, 28 reports were

awaiting first review.

Gochnauer continues to provide input on changes to the Canada Mining Regulations, including

Schedule II. A meeting is planned for mid-November with staff from the Mining Recorder and Mineral

& Petroleum Development Divisions, and lawyers. She also reviewed the Mining Recorder’s 2001

Prospecting Permit guidelines.

Property Visits

No properties were visited in October, but all three District Geologists met with staff from Far West

Mining Ltd and viewed drill core.

Archives

Total sales by the Archives in October were $845, inlcuding 7 EGS Open Files and Open Reports.

Lorraine Tees was hired on a casual basis (late October to end of March) to continue scanning

assessment reports. Over 30 reports were scanned this month.

Archives staff indexed 9 assessment reports and entered 100 books into VTLS. Seven NWT

assessment reports, and a GIS compilation of Slave Province geology (Open Report 2001-004) were

released. In addition, an M.Sc. thesis on porphyritic intrusions near Beniah Lake and two GSC Open

Files were acquired by the library.
