· PDAC Conference dates are Sun. March 5th through Wed. March 8th, 2006.

· Applications for travel are due February 10th, 2006.  Please return applications as soon as possible so cheques can be issued before you depart.

· Please note that early PDAC Pre Registration is due February 1, 2006.  With the booth comes free badges for the display area. In preparation for this conference, several generic NWT Prospector badges have been requested and can be obtained from the Prospectors booths on Sunday. One floating delegate badge can be shared amongst prospectors for technical talk presentations.  You may wish to purchase your own full registration for unlimited talk sessions at your own cost.  It is necessary to carry out booth duty each day.
