The government’s cost figures don’t tell the whole story. Trucks cannot always run at full weight   Someone has to ship the rice crispies, pampers and insulation. The government figures also don’t tell you that truckers will have to administer this Tax: an additional cost that will be passed on to consumers.

3. Communities resupplied by air will feel an even heavier burden. Aviation fuel is trucked to many centres and this Tax will cause increased airfares and freight rates to many off road communities. Municipalities, School Boards and the NWT Power Corporation will face higher costs because of this Tax. You will pay those increased costs.

4. The Cost of Living Tax Credit will not offset the effect of this Tax. The Tax Credit is based on income, not on the rise in the real cost of living. Higher income earners will be able to claim the highest Tax Credit. Low income earners will feel the result of this Tax most of all.

5. This Tax will hit exporters twice: once when they ship materials in and once when they ship product out. It will apply to mined zinc concentrate, fibreglass tanks, frozen fish and even recycled cans. Exporters deal in a competitive market and this Tax will make them unable to compete in southern markets where costs are already lower. This is not the way to build a healthy export sector.
